INTRODUCTION

This statistical Yearbook contains data on external trade in services of the Russian Federation vis-a-
vis foreign countries in 2015-2017.

The publication represents data on:

- exports and imports of services as a whole as well as in detail by kinds of services and country
groups;

- exports and imports of particular services by country groups and countries;
- exports and imports of services by country groups and kinds of services;
- exports and imports of services by country and specific kinds of services.

Primary sources of information for compiling external trade in services’ statistics of the Russian
Federation are the data from statistical reports of the Bank of Russia and the Federal State Statistics Service.

Definitions of external trade in services components, collection and compilation practices are in full
conformity with the balance of payments statistics methodology based on the Balance of Payments and
International Investment Position Manual (6th edition, 2009, International Monetary Fund), and the Manual on
Statistics of International Trade in Services (2010, UN).

In case of insufficient information in statistical reports due to objective reasons or when the
information does not correspond to the balance of payments methodology requirements, the Bank of Russia
makes adjustments and estimates based on additional information from government ministries and agencies,
individual enterprises, partner countries.

In its publications of external trade in services statistics, the Bank of Russia adheres to the principle of
protecting the confidentiality of individual data: for instance, in service areas dominated by corporate
monopolist’s data are not disclosed.

Main terms and definitions

Services are the result of a production activity that changes the conditions of the consuming units, or
facilitates the exchange of products or financial assets."

External trade in services represents transactions between the country’s residents and nonresidents?.

Manufacturing services on physical inputs owned by others cover combined works paid for by
nonresidents to process nonresidents’ goods and raw materials in the territory of the Russian Federation, and
also the works paid for by residents to process residents’ goods and raw materials abroad. Goods, raw
materials and materials may be both exported (imported) and acquired on-site while a processed product may
be subsequently exported (imported) or sold in the country of processing or in third countries. Examples of
such activities include oil refining, clothing assembly, electronics assembly, etc.

Maintenance and repair services n.i.e. (not included elsewhere) cover maintenance and repair work
by residents on goods, equipment and transport vehicles owned by nonresidents (and vice versa). The value of
maintenance and repairs includes the value of any parts and materials supplied by the repairer. The value of
parts and materials acquired and supplied by the customer to the repairer is not included in the charge and is
recorded under general merchandise exports/imports. Maintenance and repair services n.i.e. cover both minor
repairs that maintain the good in working order and major repairs that extend the efficiency or capacity of the
good or extend its life.

This service category does not include:

- maintenance and repairs of computers, which are included under computer services;

- repairs of buildings, premises and installations and maintenance of construction projects, which
are recorded under construction services;

- cleaning of transport equipment, which is included in supporting and auxiliary transport services.

Transport covers all transportation performed by residents of one economy for those of another by
means of sea and internal waterway, air, and other transport modes (rail, road, pipeline, and space). Transport
services include transportation of passengers, freight, other supporting and auxiliary services, and also postal
and courier services.

Passenger services cover all passenger transportation services both on scheduled and non-scheduled
basis. Also included in this category are rentals, charters, and leases of vessels, aircraft, coaches, and other
commercial vehicles with crews for the carriage of passengers. Excluded from this category of services are
passenger carriage services by organized river and sea cruises, and bus tours (they are included in travel
services).

Passenger transportation valuation according to international accounting standards is based on the
assumption that tickets in a given country’s territory are sold solely to its residents. Therefore, exports of
passenger transportation services, in practice, are equivalent to the receipts of resident transport companies
from sales of tickets abroad. Imports of passenger transportation services are the receipts of nonresident
transport companies from the sale of tickets in Russia for international trips and for internal trips within
Russia.

Freight services cover transportation services of all kinds of objects other than people, i.e. movement
of goods from place of their production to the point of their consumption. Also included are rentals of vehicles
with crews for provision of freight services.

To ensure uniformity in valuation of goods and transport services in statistical systems of various countries,
the following registration rules have been introduced:

1. Regardless of the goods delivery terms, the transfer of ownership rights to goods from the seller to
the buyer in international trade is assumed to take place at the frontier of the exporting country.

2. Regardless of the terms of payment for a foreign trade transaction, it is assumed that all freight costs
are incurred by the importing country.

3. The value of goods is determined in FOB prices at the frontier of the exporting country, i.e. the cost
of transportation up to the frontier of the exporting country is included in the value of goods and
registered in customs statistics and in the balance of payments as general merchandise. The
subsequent transportation of goods to the destination point in the importing country is considered as
a separate freight services transaction.

4. If freight services within the customs territory of the exporting country are provided by a nonresident
carrier, the following off-setting record is made to adjust the freight costs of the exported goods
included in the FOB valuation: the imports of freight services by the exporting country are
registered.

Based on the above rules, the following transactions conducted by resident transport companies are recorded
in the Russian balance of payments under exports:

- freight of Russian export cargoes from the customs frontier of the Russian Federation to the
destination point indicated by the importer;

- freight of Russian import cargoes across the territory of the country exporting goods to the Russian
Federation;

- transit through the territory of the Russian Federation of nonresident-owned cargoes that are neither
Russian merchandise exports nor imports;

- freight-services within the territory of foreign states or between foreign states to transport
nonresident-owned cargoes that are neither Russian merchandise exports nor imports;

- transportation of cargoes for foreign embassies, consulates, etc., located in the territory of the
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Russian Federation.
Imports of services are the total of the following transactions conducted by nonresident transport companies:

- freight of Russian import cargoes from an exporting country’s customs frontier to a destination point
in the Russian Federation or some other point of destination indicated by the buyer;

- freight of Russian export cargoes within Russia;
- freight of Russian goods that are neither exports nor imports:
a) between different points within the territory of the Russian Federation;

b) transportation of cargoes for Russian embassies, consulates, military bases, etc., located in the
economic territory of foreign states.

Other supporting and auxiliary transport services cover works (services) provided to vessels, aircraft,
coaches, and other commercial vehicles in ports, airports, hangars, railway stations, bus terminals, and freight
terminals; air traffic control services; maintenance services on take-off and landing runways, highways,
railways, bridges and tunnels; cleaning of transport equipment; vehicles registration and technical inspection
services; rescue operations; logistics and travel agents’ services (commission fees) connected with freight and
passengers transportation; other related activities.

In accordance with international criteria, the following related activities are excluded from transport
services:

- fuels, provisions, and stores procured by transport operators for transportation are included in
‘general merchandise’ in the balance of payments;

- repairs of railway facilities, highways, harbours, and airfield facilities, etc. are included in
construction services;

- rentals and time charters of transport vehicles without crews are included in ‘operating leasing
services’);

- maintenance and repairs on transport equipment are included in ‘maintenance and repair
services n.i.e.’.

Postal and courier services cover postal services (the pick-up, transport and delivery of letters,
newspapers, periodicals, etc. by various modes of transport), and also courier services.

Travel covers aggregate expenses incurred by physical persons to purchase goods and services in the
territory of a foreign country for own use or to give away®.

Travel is divided into business and personal travel.

Business travel covers trips abroad by persons to conduct various types of business. This category
includes travel by: government and corporate employees for short-term business to carry out work or provide
services; employees of international organizations on official business; carrier crews stopping off or laying
over in a foreign country; all other short-term workers who are not resident in the economy in which they are
employed.

Personal travel covers travel abroad for purposes other than business, such as tourism, health- and
education-related purposes, pilgrimage, and for other private purposes, and also travel of transit passengers
making a stop in a foreign country en route to their destination point.

Due to the lack of directly reported data on travel-related services, they are evaluated using the following
model.

Exports and imports of services are calculated as a sum of expenses under all travel categories. The
expenses under each travel category are, in turn, calculated as the average amount of expenses per person
entering or leaving the country multiplied by the number of such persons. The number of people who enter
or leave the country in a break down by the purpose of travel is determined on the basis of data reported by
Russia’s Border Service of the Federal Security Service. The reported purposes of travel are business,

tourism, private, transit, and support staff travel.

The average travel expenses are calculated on the basis of average price of tours by country, Russia’s
Finance Ministry per diem and accommodation costs reimbursement norms for employees making brief
business trips abroad, accommodation costs paid by nonresidents in our country, and the CIS countries’
official reimbursement norms of expenses incurred during brief business trips to Russia, and estimates of
personal expenses during travel. Such estimates are made on the basis of official statistics, surveys of
regional travel agencies and information provided by partner countries, the United Nations World Tourism
Organisation, and mass media.

Imports of services under this item include purchases of durable goods by households — owners of foreign
real estate - for own needs in the host country, without bringing these goods into the territory of the
Russian Federation.

Construction covers work performed on construction projects, including preparatory works (site
exploration and preparation, etc.), construction works to erect buildings and objects of civil infrastructure,
special construction works (foundation laying, roofing, concrete pouring, etc.), equipment assembling,
construction and finishing works at the completion stage, utilities infrastructure and other communications
installation, including telecommunications lines, telephone network equipment installation, and also works to
repair buildings, premises and constructions (railways facilities, highways, harbours, airfield facilities, etc.)
and to manage construction projects. Acquisition of goods and services by the enterprises undertaking that
construction work from the country of location of the construction work (the construction site) is also recorded
under construction.

Services provided by construction quasi-corporations (teams and individual workers) carrying out the
volume of previously agreed with the customer work are included under construction. Such activity is
included in “services” rather than in “compensation of employees” as relations between residents and
nonresidents are not based on the employer/employee principle.

Construction is divided into the following types of services:

Construction abroad consists of construction work for nonresidents abroad by enterprises resident in the
compiling economy (exports), and the goods and services acquired by those enterprises in the host country
(imports).

Construction in territory of the Russian Federation consists of construction work for Russian residents
by nonresident construction enterprises in the territory of Russia (imports), and the goods and services
acquired by those nonresident enterprises in the territory of the Russian Federation from resident entities
(exports).

Insurance and pension services include services of providing to nonresidents by resident insurance
companies (and vice versa) life-insurance and annuities, freight insurance, other direct insurance,
reinsurance; services of private pension funds under voluntary pension schemes.

This category also covers auxiliary insurance services, which comprise intermediary services of insurance
agents and brokers provided to insurance companies and other clients; evaluation of insurance premiums and
risks, evaluation and loss adjustment services; actuarial, consulting services related to insurance.

The value of insurance services (exports and imports) is derived as the margin between gross premiums and
claims payable in the reporting period in a particular type of insurance, such as freight insurance, life
insurance, other direct insurance and reinsurance.

Gross premiums earned. Owing to the fact that payments of premiums (contributions) and reimbursement of
claims under insurance contracts occur in different reporting periods, total premiums paid are decreased by
deducting prepayments for insurance cover in future periods, as reflected in the insurer’s unearned
premiums’ reserves, and increased by adding cover for the current period that was prepaid in previous
periods (premium deposit).

Claims payable. If only claims incurred during a single reporting period are used in the formula for
calculating the value of insurance services, the resulting values of insurance services could be negative in
catastrophic periods and, therefore, an expected level of claims should be calculated reflecting a long-term
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relationship between the amounts of premiums and claims.

The calculation is based on data reported by resident insurance companies, as according to the international
practice it is generally believed that transactions conducted by resident insurance companies allow
determining more precisely the above proportion for insurance services.

Financial services cover financial intermediary and auxiliary services (except insurance and pension
fund services). This category includes services usually provided by banks and other financial intermediaries.

Financial services may be charged for by explicit charges; margins on buying and selling transactions;
asset management costs deducted from property income receivable in the case of asset-holding entities;
margins between interest payable and the reference rate on loans and deposits.

Accordingly, financial services are divided into:

Explicitly charged and other financial services include commissions and other fees associated with:
letters of credit; loan arrangement and servicing; cash foreign currency exchange; non-cash foreign exchange
conversion (if commission is charged according to a tariff); cash withdrawal; processing payment orders;
encashment, purchase and sale of checks; current accounts opening and credit cards issuing; asset
management and book-keeping for the assets, custody of precious assets and securities; Eurobond issues;
depositary receipts issuing programmes. The category also includes brokerage commissions; other services
associated with transactions with clients’” financial assets and liabilities, credit rating services, stock exchange
services, trust services, bank safe deposit box rentals, and also consultancy services on all types of financial
intermediation.

Financial intermediation service charges indirectly measured (abbreviated as FISIM) are an estimate
of the value of international financial intermediation services determined indirectly as the margin between the
interest actually payable on loans or deposits and the amount that would be charged were the reference rate to
be used, and the amount reflecting the costs of creditor’s insurance against the risk of borrower’s default.

Actual interest can be seen as including both an income element and a charge for a service. Banks and
other financial intermediaries operate by offering rates of interest to their depositors that are lower than the
rates that they charge to their borrowers. The resulting interest margins are used by such corporations to
defray their expenses and to provide an operating surplus. In addition to financial intermediation, where funds
are taken in as deposits and loaned, lending of banks’ own funds can give rise to interest margins.

FISIM are calculated by applying the concept of a “reference” rate of interest. The reference rate
should contain no service element and reflect only the risk and maturity structure of deposits and loans. The
reference rate should be representative and change over time with market conditions.

Interest margin (difference) between the actual and reference interest rates is an alternative to charging
customers explicitly for financial services. Where the interest rate for a borrower is set above the reference
rate, actual interest can be seen as including an income element (i.e. the reference rate) and a charge for a
service (FISIM). Where the actual rate on deposits or loans is below the reference rate, it is assumed that a
charge for a service was deducted from interest payment, i.e. interest at the reference rate was higher than the
actually paid interest.

By convention, these indirect charges in the form of discounts and premiums in respect of interest
apply only to loans and deposits and only when those loans and deposits are provided by, or deposited with,
banks. Interbank loans and deposits generally occur at or close to the reference rate, in which case there is no
FISIM. Banks normally offer rates of interest to their depositors below the reference rate and charge rates on
loans to other borrowers above the reference rate.

In general, banks in each economy are the exporters of FISIM services, and other sectors are their
importers.

As part of the process of adapting the compilation of Russia’s balance of payments to the
requirements of BPM6, the Bank of Russia has started to calculate and publish the FISIM aggregate. The data
available today allows assessing FISIM only in respect of interest paid by Russian resident non-bank
corporations on loans from nonresident banks (imports of services).

The representative reference rate is based on the yield to maturity of government debt securities.
Securities, whose yields are used as reference rates, are selected by comparing the terms of each particular




loan and those of outstanding government debt instruments: in particular, the maturity of an instrument and
the borrowed currency are taken into account.

Considering that transactions between residents of the Russian Federation and nonresidents are
dominated by three currencies — the Russian rouble, the US dollar and the euro — the rates on government
debt securities issued, respectively, by Russia, the United States and Germany, have been selected as the
reference rates. For loans in other currencies, the reference rates on US government debt instruments are
used.

The reference rate applicable to the term of a loan is the rate on a debt instrument with the maturity,
which is the closest to the term of the loan. For example, the reference rate for a loan provided in US dollars
for a term of 5 years will be the yield to maturity of five-year US Treasury bonds.

In order to assess the risk of borrower defaults, market prices of credit default swaps (CDS)* are
used. For Russian borrowers, CDS traded on Russia’s 5-year sovereign Eurobonds are used for calculating
FISIM.

FISIM, as part of interest paid by Russian resident non-bank corporations on loans from nonresident
banks, is calculated transaction by transaction.

For each interest payment, the actual rate on the average balance for the interest period is calculated. Then
the reference rate and the CDS price are deducted from the actual rate, and the resulting balance is the
FISIM rate. The payment amount is subsequently divided into payment for services and accrued interest in
proportion to the ratio of the FISIM rate and the sum of the reference rate and the CDS price.

Charges for the use of intellectual property n.i.e. include payments for the temporary use of
patents, trademarks, copyrights, proprietary rights for industrial processes and designs, the results of research
and development; charges for licenses to reproduce and distribute intellectual property (manuscripts, computer
software, cinematographic works, sound recordings) and related rights.

This category does not include:

- charges for licenses precluding reproduction and distribution of intellectual property are included
in “computer services” or in “audio-visual and related services,” depending on the substance of
the license agreement;

- purchase (sale) of the results of research and development (R&D) is included in “research and
development services;”

- purchase (sale) of trademarks, brand names, trade names and franchises; athletes’ transfer
contracts are not regarded as services and are included in “non-financial, non-produced assets” in
the capital account of the balance of payments.

Telecommunications, computer, and information services cover the following types of services:

Telecommunications services encompass broadcast or transmission of sound, images, data or other
information by cable, radio, television, satellite, including telephone, telegraph and telex; lease and
maintenance of communications networks, sound, image broadcasting and data transmission networks. This
category includes services of online access providers - organizations providing access to the Internet.

Computer services cover software-related services: development, production, supply and
documentation of customized software; non-customized software downloaded or otherwise electronically
delivered; software licenses precluding reproduction and distribution thereof. This category also includes
works related to data processing, data entry, recovery, hosting, storage of databases and provision of search
engines; web page development, design and hosting services; hardware and software installation, repairs and
maintenance; technical consultancy related to software and systems maintenance, and also training provided
as part of consultancy services.

“Credit default swap (CDS) — a derivative instrument or an agreement, under which the buyer makes one-off or
regular payments (pays the premium) to the CDS issuer while the latter, in turn, undertakes to repay the loan, which the
buyer has extended to a third party, in case of a debtor’s failure to repay it (third-party default). The buyer receives a
security, which is a kind of insurance for the loan extended by the buyer. In the event of a default (or a “credit event”),
the buyer transfers the loan contract to the issuer and in exchange receives compensation for the debt and all interest
payable up to the redemption date. After that, the agreement is terminated.
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Information services include provision of news, photographs and feature articles to the media; data
dissemination and provision of information to users from databases and data-processing networks, including
specialized news agencies and organizations collecting commercial information (Reuters, RIA Novosti,
Garant, Consultant+, etc.), and also the services of commercial websites providers in the Internet. Information
services also include direct, non-bulk subscriptions to newspapers and periodicals.

Other business services cover the following types of services:

Research and development services consist of services that are associated with basic research, applied
research, and experimental development in various fields of sciences: the physical sciences, technological
sciences, social sciences, and humanities. This category also includes sale of the results of research and
development, including patents, copyrights, sale of information on industrial processes, and also annual and
other regular and one-off contributions to research organizations, unions and associations (except for
international and charitable organizations, unions, funds and associations).

Professional and management consulting services cover the following types of services:

- legal services consist of legal advisory and representation in any civil, criminal or other
proceedings; advisory services in labour disputes; drafting of legal documentation; preparation of
partnership agreements and other documents associated with establishment of legal entities;
services on drawing up sealed instruments, wills, powers of attorney, etc.; services of state and
private notaries, arbitrators, and also patented attorneys.

- auditing, accounting, and tax consultancy services cover auditing accounting records and
financial statements, preparation of financial statements, tax declarations, customs documents etc.,
appraisal services.

- Dbusiness and management consulting and public relations services cover advisory, managerial
and operational assistance services associated with business policy and strategy, etc.;
organization, conduct and moderation of seminars; projects appraisal, including those subject to
customized tender terms; services related to improving business reputation and public relations.

- advertising, market research, and public opinion polling services cover creation and placement
of advertisements in the media, including purchase of advertising time and space ; creation and
placement of outdoors (street) advertisements (advertisement boards, billboard pedestals, bulletin
boards, electronic screen panels, creeping lines, window designs, advertisements on transport
etc.); advertising space rentals; sponsorship, i.e. any contribution of an advertiser with the
objective to advertise its enterprise and its goods, works, services. Also included in this category
are market research, public opinion polling on social, economic, political and other issues, and
product promotion services.

Technical, trade-related and other business services encompass the following:

- operating leasing services include rentals of vehicles and other tangible assets without an operator,
including ships and aircraft on operational lease (rental) terms, which do not provide for a transfer of risks and
rewards of ownership of the object of the lease to the lessee, and the latter returns it to the lessor upon expiry
of the rental period that normally does not exceed one year. This category also includes lease of buildings and
facilities, including lease of dwellings, when the leased premises are located in the country of residence of the
owner of the title.

- architectural, engineering, and other technical services cover architectural services (advisory, project
design, etc.); engineering services in project design; complex engineering services; advisory services in
science and technology fields; geodesy and cartography services, and also standardization and metrology
services; technical testing, product research and certification.

- waste treatment and depollution, agricultural and mining services cover harvesting services,
commercial hunting and wild animals’ trapping services, fishing, forestry appraisal, fire-fighting;
veterinary services, etc.; services on oil and gas fields: drilling services, rigs’ assembly, repairs and
dismantling services, oil and gas wells’ conservation, etc. Also included are waste treatment and
depollution services (treatment of radioactive and other waste, cleaning up of pollutions, including oil
spills; decontamination and sanitation services, remediation, and other services that relate to
environmental protection services).



- other services, not included in other categories, cover services that cannot be classified to any group of
services ( e.g. trade-related services, personnel recruitment, employment services; private detective and
security agencies; cleaning services; packaging; translation and interpretation services; interior design;
secretarial, editorial services; photographic, real estate services, printing and publishing services, etc.).

Personal, cultural, and recreational services cover audiovisual and related services, other personal,
cultural and recreational services, education and health services.

Audiovisual and related services comprise production of motion pictures, theatre performances,
music, circus, radio, and television programs, musical recordings, and also charges for access to cable and
satellite television, rentals of audiovisual and related products. Also included in the category are actors’,
directors’, stage managers’ remuneration, etc.; purchases (sales) of original manuscripts, sound recordings,
films, etc. and also audiovisual products ready to use and downloaded on order, when delivered electronically.

Other personal, cultural, and recreational services include services by museums, and other cultural
and educational institutions; organization and conduct of book and art exhibitions and fairs; organization of
any types of sporting events, services of referees, athletes’ and coaches’ fees and prizes for participation in
sports competitions, etc. Additionally, included in the category are education services and health services
rendered abroad; annual and other regular and one-off membership fees paid to cultural centres and other
cultural institutions, sports organizations, federations and associations (except for international and charitable
organizations, unions, associations and funds).

Government goods and services n.i.e. cover purchase (sale) of goods and services related to
maintenance and functioning of embassies and consulates, military and other missions abroad, military bases,
space launching sites, international organizations.

Also included in this group of services are transactions connected with military disputes settlement
and peace-keeping operations; registration of citizens, passport issuance, collection of consular fees and
customs duties; charges for the use of state symbols, and also other public administration services.

Comments to the geographical breakdown of external trade in services

The Yearbook contains data on external trade in services by the following groups of countries:

- Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS countries) including Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus,
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic, Moldova, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, Ukraine, Uzbekistan;

- Eurasian Economic Union (EAEU) including Armenia, Belarus, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic;

- European Union (EU) including Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Croatia, Czech Republic, Cyprus,
Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Hungary, Ireland, Italy, Latvia, Lithuania,
Luxembourg, Malta, Netherlands, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Slovak Republic, Slovenia, Spain,
Sweden, United Kingdom;

External trade of the Russian Federation in services in 2017

Russia’s external trade in services turnover amounted to $146.6 billion in 2017, increasing by
17.0% on 2016. The deficit in the balance of services widened by 30.2% to $31.1 billion.

Main Aggregates of External Trade in Services in 2015-2017
(billions of US dollars)
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Like in previous years, negative balance on travel amounted to $22.1 billion contributing to the
bulk of the total external trade in services deficit. Significant deficits were also registered under other
business services item ($6.7 billion), under charges for the use of intellectual property item ($5.2 bil-
lion) and financial services item ($1.1 billion). The largest surplus emerged from transport services
($5.4 billion).

Balances on External Trade in Services by Category of Services
(billions of U.S. dollars)
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In 2017, exports of services increased by 13.9% year on year, growing by $7.1 billion to $57.7
billion. The main contribution to the dynamics of exports of services came from transport services
which grew by $2.7 billion (equivalent to 15.6%); construction gained $1.2 billion (representing
33.9%); travel-related expenses of non-residents increased by $1.2 billion (14.9%). Decline was regis-
tered for exports of insurance and services of non-government pension funds by 14.1% and for those
of financial services by 3.3%.

The composition of exports by broad services’ categories has remained stable. Receipts from
transport services exports, which continue to be the most significant category, amounted to $19.8 bil-
lion. They represented more than 1/3 of total services rendered to nonresidents. Exports of other busi-
ness services stood at $12.6 billion accounting for 21.9% of the total. Services rendered to non-
residents under travel item amounted to $8.9 billion representing 15.5% of the total.

Composition of Services Exports
(% of total)
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Services imports rose to $88.8 billion, which was $14.3 billion above the 2016 outcome, in-
creasing by 19.1%. Positive dynamics was observed with regard to almost all categories of services.
The most substantial increase was in the total value of imports under the travel item (by $7.1 billion
or by 29.7%). Demand for transport services grew by $2.6 billion or by 22.4%; consumption of other
services went up by $2.0 billion (11.4%). A large relative increase by 39.8% was observed in imports
of personal, cultural, and recreational services (by $0.4 billion). Exceptions were government goods
and services, not included elsewhere which contracted by 5.6% and telecommunications, computer
and information services which demonstrated a decrease by 1.6% from the preceding year's level.

Services related to Russian citizens’ travel abroad recorded in the balance of payments under the
travel item continued to play an important role in the composition of imports. Their volume amounted
to $31.1 billion with their share growing from 32.1% in 2016 to 35.0% of the total. The share of the
second-ranking category of imported services, i.e. other business services, reached $19.3 billion ac-
counting for 21.8% of the total compared to 23.3% a year earlier. Consumption of imported transport
services stood at $14.6 billion, their share in total imports of services grew by 0.4 percentage points to
16.3%.
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The geographical breakdown of Russia’s trade in services is mostly oriented at trade with resi-
dents from non-CIS countries. The share of the latter in external trade in services turnover has been
standing at around 90% for the past three years ($132.9 billion in 2017). The deficit balance on trade
in services with that group of countries widened in 2017 to $33.4 billion (as compared with $25.3 bil-
lion in 2016).

External Trade in Services in 2017

by Country Group

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Exports to non-CIS countries increased by 13.4% to the level of $49.7 billion accounting for
86.2% of total services exports. The European Union countries accounted for almost half of transac-
tions totaling $22.4 billion. The demand for services provided by Russian residents has remained sta-
ble among consumers from APEC countries (valued at $9.0 billion). In exports breakdown by coun-
try, among non-CIS countries the leading consumers in 2017 were residents of Switzerland (with $3.9
billion representing a share of 6.8%), the United States of America (with $3.6 billion contributing
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6.2%) and Germany (with $3.0 billion equivalent to 5.2% of the total), with the top ten non-CIS part-
ner countries accounting for 44.0% of total services exports.

Imports of services from non-CIS countries (representing 93.6% of the total) increased by
20.2% reaching $83.1 billion. The EU countries traditionally maintained an important role in provid-
ing $41.9 billion worth of services. Imports of services from APEC countries totaled $11.9 billion.
Among the leading countries, providing services to Russia were Germany (accounting for $5.3 billion
representing a 6.0% share), France, Turkey and Cyprus (with $4.9 billion equivalent to 5.5% of the
total each). The top ten non-CIS partner countries accounted for 45.5% of total services imports.

External Trade in Services with non-CIS Countries in 2017
(billions of US dollars)
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Turnover of Russia’s external trade in services with the CIS countries rose in 2017 to $13.7 bil-
lion by 11.8% year on year, their share in total turnover accounting for 9.3%.

The surplus in the balance on trade in services with the CIS countries grew by 63.1% reaching
$2.3 billion. Exports of services to the CIS countries amounted to $8.0 billion, which was 17.1%
($1.2 billion) above the 2016 outcome. Imports of services from the CIS countries amounted to $5.7
billion, virtually unchanged from the previous year's total.

The Russian Federation's main trading CIS country partners in trade in services in 2017 re-
mained Belarus, Kazakhstan, and Ukraine.

Volume of trade in services with Belarus in 2017 grew more than by one quarter on 2016 lev-
el: turnover amounted to $3.6 billion, imports ($2.1 billion) exceeding exports ($1.5 billion).

Foreign trade in services turnover with Kazakhstan increased by 5.5% to $2.9 billion, exports
of services grew to $2.0 billion while level of imports remained stable at $1.0 billion.

External trade in services turnover with Ukraine in 2017 contracted by 7.9% and amounted to
$1.8 billion. As a result of upturn in exports (by 11.8% to $1.3 billion) along with simultaneous de-
crease in imports (declining by 36.6% to $0.5 billion), the surplus on bilateral trade with Ukraine
widened more than twice to $0.8 billion.
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Turnover of Russia’s external trade in services with the EAEU countries in 2017 totaled $7.8
billion representing 57.0% of total CIS countries™ turnover (as compared to $6.8 billion accounting for
55.1% a year earlier). Exports of services to that group of countries amounted to $4.2 billion ($3.7
billion in 2016), imports totaled $3.6 billion ($3.1 billion), the surplus on mutual trade in services
with the EAEU countries amounted to $0.6 billion, remaining unchanged from the 2016 level.

The largest deficits on international trade in services were recorded with Turkey ($3.8 bil-
lion), Ireland ($2.7 billion) and Cyprus ($2.4 billion). Significant surplus on trade in services was
traditionally registered with Kazakhstan ($1.0 billion), Switzerland (a $0.9 billion surplus) and Lux-
embourg ($0.8 billion).

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The currency composition of settlements under contracts with service providers was dominat-
ed by settlements in US dollars. Their share in total currency receipts and payments stood at 42.5%
and 39.7%, respectively. The second-ranking currency in terms of its use in settlements was the Rus-
sian ruble whose share of in- and outbound payments’ flows constituted 38.2% and 30.6%, respec-
tively. Euro held the third place with 16.6% and 27.0%, respectively.

Manufacturing services on physical inputs owned by others and maintenance and repair ser-
vices on goods

The balance on trade in manufacturing services on physical inputs owned by others in 2017
was consistently positive. The surplus under the category decreased in the reporting year to $1.4 bil-
lion compared to $1.5 billion in 2016.

Russian enterprises’ service fees for processing raw materials owned by nonresidents amount-
ed to $1.5 billion, whereas a year earlier they stood at $1.6 billion; value of such services imported by
residents totaled $0.2 billion demonstrating an insignificant increase from the 2016 outcome.

Geographical distribution of exports of manufacturing services on physical inputs owned by
others demonstrated little change in the reporting period. Principal consumers of Russian enterprises’
services remained Luxembourg (their share in 2017 stood at 46.7% and 52.7% in 2016) and Switzer-
land (30.4% and 27.5%, respectively).

Imports of services were characterized by a fairly high degree of concentration: in 2017,
77.7% of services to process Russian physical inputs were rendered by residents of Belarus (as com-
pared to 66.0% in 2016).

Balance on trade in maintenance and repair services on goods in 2017 remained close to zero
level returning to the area of positive values. Volume of exports of repair services increased from the
2016 level by 16.7% to $1.8 billion. Traditionally, main consumers were non-CIS countries’ resi-
dents, with their share standing at 88.7%. Imports of maintenance and repair services on goods grew



by 14.2% to $1.8 billion. Like in previous years, a little more than one half of services were received
from the EU residents.

Transport

In 2017, the surplus in the balance on transport services remained virtually unchanged amount-
ing to $5.4 billion.

Transport services exports

Transport services exports grew in the reporting period reaching $19.8 billion as compared to
$17.1 billion in 2016, of which exports totaling $18.1 billion went to non-CIS countries and those
worth $1.7 billion went to the CIS countries. Non-CIS countries accounted for 85.9% of freight ser-
vices, for 94.2% of passenger transportation and for 94.5% of supporting and auxiliary transport ser-

vices.

Exports of Transport Services
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Value of freight services provided by Russian companies to their nonresident customers in 2017
increased by $1.2 billion to $7.1 billion. Their share within total transport services exports grew com-
pared to previous year's outcome by 1.4 percent and constituted 35.8% in 2017.

Air and pipeline transport enterprises’ services were of material importance in the segment.
Their combined share within total transport services was 59.6%. Value of freight services provided by
Russian air carriers grew by 21.0% on the 2016 outcome reaching $2.2 billion. The bulk of the ser-
vices (81.3%) was consumed by residents of non-CIS countries. Pipeline transport services related to
transit across the territory of the Russian Federation of oil and natural gas from the neighboring Asian
countries in 2017 increased by 19.7% compared to the level of the preceding year and amounted to
$2.0 billion.

Receipts from other modes of transport were relatively lower. Value of freight by sea grew on
the previous year’s level by 5.8% and amounted to $0.9 billion. Value of freight services provided by
road transport amounted to $0.9 billion which was 22.8% above the preceding year's outcome. Value
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of freight transit by rail across the territory of the Russian Federation increased by 9.2% to $0.6 bil-
lion.

Exports of commercial services to launch foreign-owned spacecraft increased almost fourfold
on the previous year amounting to $0.1 billion representing a 1.8% share within the freight services
total.

Receipts from postal and courier services rendered to non-residents grew by 45.6% in 2017 to
$0.4 billion. An overwhelming part of them came from senders from non-CIS countries (97.6%),
among which the top importing country was China (with a 44.6% share).

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The share of passenger transportation after declining in 2016 increased from 29.4% to 30.5% in
2017. Russian operators’ earnings from ticket sales in the territories of foreign states amounted to
$6.0 billion (growth by 19.9% on the previous year).

Air transport remained the dominant mode of transport servicing international passenger flows
with its share continuing to rise reaching 97.4% (as compared with 97.0% in 2016). The value of pas-
senger transportation services provided by Russian airlines grew by 20.4% on the previous year's out-
come to $5.9 billion. An overwhelming part of them was provided to nonresident customers from
non-CIS countries with the EU countries accounting for 19.7% of the total.

The contribution of railway transport in passenger transportation exports remained at the pre-
ceding year's level of $0.1 billion. Most of the earnings (77.0%) came from ticket sales in the CIS
countries.

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The value of supporting and auxiliary transport services provided to foreign companies en-
gaged in international transportation increased by 7.6% from the preceding year’s outcome amounting
to $6.7 billion. According to the 2017 results, receipts under the category accounted for more than one
third of the total transport services exports. The bulk of the earnings (89.9%) was generated by sea
and air carriers.

Exports of Other Transport Services in 2017

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Russian ports charged $4.1 billion for servicing foreign-owned ships, an increase by 4.7% on the
previous year. Export receipts in the form of fees and charges for providing airfield services, air traf-
fic control services and navigational aid to foreign-owned aircraft grew compared to the preceding
year by 13.1%, reaching $1.9 billion.
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Transport services imports

In 2017, transport services imports increased on the preceding year by 22.4% amounting to
$14.4 billion. Non-CIS countries’ residents provided $12.8 billion worth of services, while the value
of those from the CIS countries stood at $1.6 billion. The former group of countries accounted for
89.0% of imported freight services, for 89.7% of passenger transportation services and for 86.7% of

supporting and auxiliary services.

Imports of Transport Services
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Within transport services provided by nonresident companies freight services continued to dom-
inate with their share in 2017 accounting for 47.0% of the total volume of transport services con-
sumed by the residents. The value of foreign enterprises’ services to deliver Russian cargoes in-

creased by 21.7% amounting to $6.8 billion.

Imports of Freight Services in 2017
by Mode of Transport
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Imports of freight services provided by sea carriers amounted to $2.8 billion, increasing by one
forth on the preceding year. Foreign airlines’ earnings from carrying Russian cargoes grew in 2017 by
19.8% to $2.7 billion. Consumption of freight services provided by foreign road transport companies
reached $0.6 billion (42.3% increase). The value of freight services provided by foreign railway com-
panies increased by 23.4% to $0.5 billion. Payments for postal and courier services delivered by non-
residents grew by 42.3% from the 2016 level with their share in total freight imports remaining insig-
nificant at 0.4%.

Passenger transportation services’ weight in 2017 transport services™ imports remained at 2016
level of 31.3%. Earnings of foreign carriers from ticket sales in the territory of the Russian Federation
grew by 22.3% on the preceding year’s outcome, reaching $4.5 billion.

Air transport retained the leading position in passenger transportation in 2017, growing from
$3.5 billion to $4.3 billion year on year, expanding its share to 95.3% (as compared with 94.4% in
2016). The share of non-CIS air carriers in total passenger transportation by air imports remained
dominant accounting for 92.9% in the reporting period (as compared with 93.1% a year earlier).

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Other CIS countries’ air companies provided $0.3 billion worth passenger transportation ser-
vices to the residents, which is by one quarter more compared with the 2016 outcome. That mode of
transport remained dominant in travel to the CIS destinations, its share in total passenger transporta-
tion services provided by the CIS carriers in 2017 stood at 65.6%.

Supporting and auxiliary services provided by foreign transport infrastructure facilities to resi-
dent companies increased by one quarter in 2017 to $3.1 billion.

Expenses for servicing Russian airline operators’ aircrafts in foreign airports totaled $1.6 billion
growing by 33.2%.

Russian shipping companies’ payments for supporting and auxiliary services increased by
15.9% reaching $1.0 billion, the bulk of them (99.5%) representing services procured in non-CIS
ports.
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International transactions related to travel represent a significant component of the balance of
payments within the Services part. Turnover under the Travel item in 2017 amounted to $40.0 billion
representing 27.3% of total trade in services turnover (the 2016 outcome was $31.7 billion with a
25.4% share).

Travel services exports rose to $8.9 billion or 14.9% higher than the 2016 outcome. Services
provided to the CIS countries’ and non-CIS countries’ residents gained 24.7% and 9.1% respectively.
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In 2017, the share of exports to non-CIS countries fell by 3.2 percentage points from the
preceding year’s level.

In 2017 business travel represented 47.2% of total travel services exports (against 43.6% in the
preceding year) and 52.8% was accounted for by personal trips (against 56.4%). For the CIS countries
the ratio stood at 65.4% (up from 57.2%) to 34.6% (down from 42.8%) respectively, and for non-CIS
countries the ratio was 34.8% (down from 35.5%) to 65.2% (up from 64.5%).

The first half of 2017 was characterized by growing volume of personal trips, on the one hand,
with declining volume of business trips, on the other. However, in the second half of the year both

personal and business trips declined.

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In 2017, imports of travel services amounted to $31.1 billion which included imports of services
worth $30.5 billion (a growth by 30.0% on the 2016 outcome) excluding durable goods acquired by
households owning real estate abroad for their own use in the host country without importing them
into the Russian Federation®.

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In 2017, in total volume of travel services imports from non-CIS countries traditionally
prevailed. Their share stood at 96.2%.

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In 2017, citizens of the Russian Federation spent most in the territory of Turkey, which
returned after 2016 to the leading position that it had held from 2011 until 2015.

In the reporting year, the share of spending by Russian citizens on personal trips abroad
remained at the 2016 level (representing 95.2% of total imports of travel services), whereas the
weight of combined spending on personal purposes’ trips in the volume of imports from the CIS
countries contracted by 2.7 percentage points and accounted for 87.9% of imports, and that from non-

CIS countries did not change from the preceding year (95.4%).

In the course of 2017, positive growth rates of both personal and business trips of Russian
citizens abroad were registered in all quarters. Dynamics of Russian citizens’ personal trips had more
influence on changing the total imports of travel services as in the overall aggregate’s composition the
proportion of business and personal trips of citizens of Russia to foreign states traditionally was in

favor of the latter.

The number of trips of foreign citizens who visited the Russian Federation (excluding those
seeking lengthy employment) in 2017 reached 34.0 million (an increase of 1.7% on the 2016
outcome), including 20.4 million from the CIS countries (a gain of 3.4%), while that from non-CIS
countries fell to 13.6 million by 0.9%.

The fastest growth rates in the number of visits were registered with regard to the citizens of
Turkmenistan (by 16.7%), the Republic of Moldova (by 15.2%), and Kyrgyz Republic (by 12.0%).
Among non-CIS countries in 2017 the number of visits to the Russian Federation increased by the
citizens of the Republic of Korea (by 51.3%), Japan (by 18.1%), the United States of America (by
17.0%), and China (by 12.2%). At the same time, the number of visits dropped by 27.5% of the
citizens of Poland, by 22.8% of those of Finland, by 9.0% from Lithuania, and by 8.5% from Latvia.



The number of trips of Russian residents abroad grew by 25.8% reaching 38.9 million, including
29.7 million to non-CIS countries (an increase by 31.0%), and 9.2 million to the CIS countries (a gain
of 11.5%).

The highest growth rates in the numbers of Russian travelers were recorded in 2017 on travel to
Turkey (six times), United Arab Emirates (by 53.8%), Austria (by 35.0%), Czech Republic (by
33.4%), Vietnam (by 30.1%), India (by 29.1%), Italy (by 25.7%), Thailand (by 25.6%), Japan (by
20.6%), the Netherlands (by 20.5%), China (by 19.8%), Israel (by 18.7%), France (by 18.0%), and
Hungary (by 17.6%). The leading destinations for Russian travelers to non-CIS countries in 2017,
besides the abovementioned Turkey (4.7 million trips), were Finland (3.6 million), China (2.3
million), Germany and Poland (1.3 million visits to each).

Average expenses per one nonresident visitor to the Russian Federation increased from $233 to
$263 by 13.0% (reflecting changes in prices and structural shifts in travel). Average per capita
expenses of non-CIS visitors to Russia grew from $357 to $393 by 10.1%, while those of the CIS
citizens increased from $147 to $177 by 20.6%.

While travelling abroad in 2017, a resident of Russia on average spent $784 against $759 in the
preceding year (an increase by 3.4%) with expenses in non-CIS countries averaging $988 against
$975 (1.4% more), while in the CIS countries they changed in the opposite direction dropping on
average to $125 from $164 (24.1% less).

Structural changes in purposes of travel, length of stay, and geographical destinations in 2017
had a positive effect on both exports, and imports. In both directions reduction of less costly one-day
trips without an overnight stay in the host country and growth of more lengthy stays of citizens abroad
were observed.

Other services
Construction

In 2017, exports and imports of construction-related services increased as the trade turnover un-
der the category amounted to $9.2 billion (compared to $7.4 billion in the preceding year). The sur-
plus reached $0.4 billion switching from $0.2 billion deficit in 2016 as a result of faster upturn in ex-
ports.

Value of contractual work performed by Russian construction companies for their foreign cus-
tomers grew by 33.9% year on year to $4.8 billion. The bulk of the income (equivalent to $3.6 billion
representing 74.1% of the total) came from fulfillment of construction work under subcontracts for
projects in the territory of Russia which had been concluded with non-CIS residents, including provi-
sion of construction services to residents of France ($1.4 billion), Turkey ($0.6 billion) and Italy ($0.3
billion).

Receipts from construction work for counterparties in the CIS countries increased by 67.4% on
the previous year’s outcome to $0.5 billion while their share in total exports of construction services
reached 11.0%. A substantial part of the earnings (83.7%) was received for the construction work in
the territory of the Republic of Belarus.

Imports of construction-related services rose by 16.5% to $4.4 billion, 85.2% of concluded con-
tracts involved non-CIS countries. Turkish companies were the leading contractors, providing
$1.0 billion worth of services. Nevertheless, the volume thereof was 9.5% below the 2016 outcome.
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The share of Turkey’s contractors in total imports under the category contracted to 22.3% (from
28.7% in 2016).

In 2017, construction companies from the CIS countries completed construction work worth
$0.6 billion for their resident clients increasing by 64.7% year on year with their share in total con-
struction services imports representing 14.8% (as compared with 10.4% in the preceding year).

Insurance and services of non-government pension funds

In 2017 insurance services turnover increased almost by 13.5% from the previous year to
$1.5 billion, with the deficit under the services category widening to $0.9 billion from $0.6 billion a
year earlier.

Within the total of insurance services exports of $0.3 billion ($0.2 billion in 2016), 43.2% origi-
nated from direct insurance, 39.9% came from reinsurance and 16.9% was contributed by auxiliary
services. Most services (83.9%) were provided to non-CIS residents.

Insurance services imports grew to $1.2 billion by 24.4% year on year, with reinsurance services
maintaining their leading position (83.0% of the total) within the category. Traditionally, the leading
counterparties were insurance companies from the United Kingdom accounting for 47.8% of total re-
insurance services imports. Direct insurance represented 12.6% of the total and supporting and auxil-
iary services contributed 4.4%.

Financial services

Turnover of international trade in financial services grew in 2017 by 5.2% from 2016 amounting
to $3.4 billion. The deficit widened by 28.3% reaching $1.1 billion as a result of opposite import and
export dynamics.

Financial services exports declined to $1.1 billion by 3.3% year on year. The bulk of receipts
came from non-CIS countries, with almost one-half of the amount coming from companies and banks
from Cyprus, the United Kingdom and the United States of America.



Financial services imports totaled $2.2 billion, which was 10.1% above the 2016 level. Like in
previous years, virtually all volume of imports originated in non-CIS countries.

Charges for the use of intellectual property

In 2017, Russia continued to be a net importer of services related to the use of patents, trade-
marks, intellectual property rights, R&D products and other intellectual property items. Outpacing
growth of imports over exports growth in absolute terms led to the widening of the deficit balance on
trade in services under the category amounting to $5.2 billion for the reporting period (representing an
increase by 17.9% on the 2016 outcome).

Exports of services under the charges for the use of intellectual property item grew by 33.8%
year on year amounting to $0.7 billion.

Top 10
major partner countries accounted for 86.2% of total services imports under the category.

Telecommunication, computer and information services

Turnover of trade in telecommunication, computer and information services in 2017 reached
$10.0 billion rising by 7.1% year on year.

Due to growth of exports along with insignificant simultaneous decrease of imports, the deficit
under the telecommunication, computer and information services item contracted more than twice
from the 2016 level to $0.7 billion.

Exports of telecommunication, computer and information services in 2017 totaled $4.7 billion
($3.9 billion in 2016). Main consumer countries included the United States of America (accounting
for services worth $1.2 billion), the United Kingdom (providing $0.4 billion worth of services), Ger-
many and Cyprus ($0.3 billion each).
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Imports of telecommunication, computer and information services in 2017 dropped by 1.6%
reaching $5.4 billion. Main partner countries included the United States of America, the Netherlands
and Cyprus (accounting for $0.5 billion worth of services each), the United Kingdom and Germany
($0.4 billion each).

Other business services

Other business services category includes research and development services, professional ser-
vices and management consulting services, as well as technical, trade-related and other business ser-
vices, including operating lease.

Turnover of external trade in other business services in 2017 rose by 9.7% to $31.9 billion. The
deficit grew from the 2016 level by 20.0% to $6.7 billion.

In 2017, other business services exports increased by 7.3% to $12.6 billion. There were structur-
al changes in their composition as compared with 2016, as architectural, engineering and other tech-
nical services™ share fell to 24.8% (from 26.0% in 2016); advertising, market research, public opinion
polling services strengthened their position with a 26.1% share against 24.4% a year before; and con-
sulting and PR services represented 12.6% of the category total (13.7% a year earlier).

Value of architectural, engineering and other technical services provided to nonresidents in-
creased by 2.4% year on year reaching $3.1 billion. At the same time, a change in geographical distri-
bution of exports was observed. While in 2016 main contracting parties were companies from the
United States of America, which has been connected to realization of major projects, in 2017 the lead-
ing role among partner countries was taken by French companies with a 22.3% share of total exports
under the category.

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Income of Russian companies from advertising, market research and market opinion polling
services provided to non-residents increased by 14.6% to $3.3 billion. Traditionally most of the in-
come came from non-CIS countries and like in previous years, around a half of the exports originated
from residents of the United Kingdom, Germany, Switzerland, the United States of America and Ire-
land.

The volume of consulting and PR services fell by 2.0% to $1.6 billion. Under the category, geo-
graphical distribution has remained stable for a number of years: main partners are residents of the
European Union countries, their share in 2017 accounted for 42.1% (against 44.6% in 2016).

Other business services imports amounted to $19.3 billion in 2017 growing by 11.4% from the
2016 outcome. Architectural, engineering and other technical services remained the most prominent
in the group accounting for 30.5% of the total (against 27.2% in 2016); operating leasing services
contributed 21.0% (as compared with 22.1% a year earlier); third-ranking category in the imports
composition was consulting and PR services with its share (12.1%) remaining unchanged from the
2016 level.
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Imports of Other Business Services

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Architectural, engineering and other technical services™ imports increased by one quarter in
2017 reaching $5.9 billion, most of them (97.3%) were accounted for by non-CIS countries. The ma-
jor suppliers were the advanced economies leading in the sphere of modern technologies. The com-
bined shares of France, Germany and the United States of America stood at 64.5% of total imports
under the category. Among the CIS countries, the largest volume of engineering services was provid-
ed by residents of Ukraine (representing 39.4% of the CIS total).

Operating leasing services™ imports grew in the reporting period by 5.9% to $4.1 billion. In re-
gional breakdown, the share of lessors from non-CIS countries constituted 97.1% of the total, com-
pared to 98.1% a year earlier.

Consumption of consulting and PR services amounted to $2.3 billion increasing by 11.2%. Val-
ue of those services provided by companies registered in top-5 partner countries reached more than
one-half (52.7%) of services’ total.

Personal, cultural and recreational services

In 2017, turnover of external trade in personal, cultural and recreational services totaled
$1.9 billion, growing by 33.0% year on year. With growth in imports significantly outpacing growth
in exports, the deficit on trade under the category widened to $0.9 billion from $0.6 billion in 2016.

Exports of personal, cultural and recreational services increased by 16.4% to $0.5 billion,
whereas the value of services received by the residents increased by 39.8% to $1.4 billion. Non-CIS
countries remained the main partners in the category of trade in services, however, their share in ex-
ports (84.2% in 2017) was lower than the share in imports (98.3% in the reporting period).
